              AIMS AND OBJECTIVES 
After the war of independence fought against the Great Britain the conditions of muslims completely changed socially economically and most import politically. Which made the muslims demand for a separate state where they could practice their culture  according to their religion. 
Following are the aims and objectives that led the way to creat pakistan as a separate state representing muslims and its minorities . 

                1)  SOCIAL DISCRIMINATION 
After the war of independence fought in 1857 against the British army . Many of muslims rights were taken from them . They started social discrimination where muslims were not allowed in certain areas or do certain things that were their rights being a citizen of the country . 

                 2) ISLAMIC IDEOLOGY 

Muslims and hindus  lived together for hundreds of years but it could not change the fact that both were different from each other  with different moral , religious , cultural , and political values . Muslims needed a separate state where they could live freely .  
           
                 3). FREEDOM 

The hindus and Britishers took the rights of muslims from them and neglected their wills . The muslim wanted freedom as it was their right . 

               4) TWO NATIOM THEORY 

One of the main aspects that led to the demand of a separate state was the concept of two  nation theory . Muslims had a different culture and festivals , their own believes and the right to live freely . The two nation theory led the people to demand for a separate state .

   
              5)PROTECTION FROM
                  COMMUNAL ROITS

The communal riots made it clear that the Hindus could monopolies the politics after the British departure     . The Hindu organizations had again and again asserted that Hindu Raj would be imposed on India after the independence. So to get rid of these atrocities the Muslims demanded their separate state.

     6) ESTABLISHMENT OF ISLAMIC STATE

The muslims of the subcontinent wanted to implement their religions teachings into their life which was very hard to do so in the united India . So the muslim passed a resolution demanding for a separate state . Implementing their islamic laws and practicing their religion and culture .

Muslims demanded for a separate state to fix the bad conditions between them-and to save their national integrity  as islam teaches us to be united .
