Q. What are the impact of highways (roads) and buildings on agricultural lands of your City or village?
PESHAWAR:
At a time when the country needs more food to satisfy requirements of the increasing population, the ‘unplanned’ and ‘illegal’ housing societies plus climate changes are eating up the farmlands of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa.
One of the most reasons considered behind the expansion of housing is that the expansion of roads network in various cities, which has sprinkled many private housing societies within the province. The roads within the town, for instance, the circumferential that was built on prime agriculture land, outside the town. Not only the road that has devoured the farmland but within some years, many markets and houses on both of its sides mushroomed thus the road on green fields.
The Peshawar city is experiencing rapid urban growth which isn't without its impact on urban agriculture.
With increasing population and economic activities, land demand for housing and other nonfarm uses like industries, commercial and transport is rising. The built-up area is expanding altogether directions round the city, which is that the best agricultural land except along its western side that's barren land. Therefore, any expansion in built environment has resulted and is leading to diminishing farmland.
