QUESTIONNAIRE DESIGN : over the years , of a lot of thought has been put into the science of the design of survey questions .key design principles. 

1. keep the questionnaire as short as possible. 
2. Ask short , simple and clearly worded question. 
3. Start with demographic questions to help respondents get started comfortably .
4. Use dichotomous  ( yes /no ) and multiple choice questions. 
5. Use  open - ended question cautiously. 
6. Avoid using leading  - questions. 
7. Pretest a questionnaire on a small number of people. 
8. Think about the way you intend to use the collected data when preparing the questionnaire. 
RULES FOR QUESTIONNAIRE DESIGN :

1. Decide the most appropriate kind of question and the kind of scale .
2. We should make a list of different questions .
3. To prepare an analysis plan before you write question. 
4. Now we should be finalize the layout of questionnaires. 
5. Ensure that each issue is explored in more that one question. 
6. Now we must refine the question phrasing. 
7. Think through your research questions and objectives before you write questions.
8. Avoid leading questions.
QUESTION No 4 : 

 RESULTS : Section is just a presentation of the data.

There should not be any discussion in the results section ( that goes in the discussion section). 

Objective presentation of key findings without interpretation .

Results may vary depending on type of research .

The result need to be presented in enough detail for someone not familiar with the scientific paper to understand them .

orderly , logically sequence using text and illustrations  ( figures/tables/pic chart).

DISCUSSIONS : interprets results in comparison to what is already know on the subject. 

Explanation or interpretation of your above results/finding  e.g why these relationships are in / significant, weak/ strong etc.

It tells the readers how presents study moved from what was know to what is new .

unrolls the main results , explain their meaning. 

Explains new understanding of the subject based on present results.

The software help to manage and organize references,insert in text citation and generate appropriate reference list is called end note of references.
