States are immaterial and nonphysical social objects, whereas governments are groups of people with certain coercive powers.Each successive government is composed of a specialized and privileged body of individuals, who monopolize political decision-making, and are separated by status and organization from the population as a whole.In the classical thought, the state was identified with both political society and civil society as a form of political community, while the modern thought distinguished the nation state as a political society from civil society as a form of economic society.Thus in the modern thought the state is contrasted with civil society.The main difference between state and society are : ... Thus, the state is a part of society The State is necessarily a political organization but society is not.The society regulates all forms of social conduct the State regulates only the external relationship of men in society
