Ans. Shirk: 


Shirk is the opposite of Tawheed (oneness of Allah) and shirk means to associating partner with Allah and make others partner in his kingdom, attributes, worship, power etc. which is a major sin and Allah does not forgive the Mushrik (the one who commits shirk) or shirk.
Categories of shirk:
1. Shirk in IBADAH: shirk in the existence of Allah means to take others on worship without Allah. Such as the Hindus, Buddhists, or fire worshipers.
2. Shirk in ASMA: shirk in attributes of Allah means to associate others in power, attribute or willing of Allah. That a person believe that what Allah can do others also can do. Such as using Amulets, using that blue eye for protection from evils. 
3. Shirk ur rububah: when a person believes that other people or things have also have parts in creating of this world this is shirk ur rububiyah. Such as Christians believe that God has three parts.
a. God the father
b. God the son or jesus
c. God the holy spirit
In the light of Quran what is the Day of Judgment and what are the signs of day of judgment?

Ans:

Day of judgment: it is the day when all the lives will be seized. All the living things will be seized and the judgment of right and wrong will be started and Allah (S.W.T)  will give every person his or her Aamal Nama which will include the list of their good and wrong deeds. Those who will receive their Amaal Nama on their right hands will be those who had committed good deeds in the mortal world and those who will receive their Amaal Nama in their left hands will be those who had committed evil deeds in the mortal world.
Signs of the day of judgment: there are round about 50 signs of the day of judgment some of them are as listed below.

1. The three landslides: as quoted in a hadeeth among the major signs of the day of judgment are the three landslides that will occur. One will occur in the east and one will occur in the west and one will occur in the Arabian peninsula.

2. The rising of the sun from the west: according to a large number of the quranic commentators, based on the hadeeth of the prophet are the reference to the phenomenon of the rising of the sun from the west just prior to the day of judgment.
3. The beast of the earth. When the beast (dajjal) comes it will distinguish the people and declare who is the believer and who is the disbelievr. 
4. The fire that will gather the people: this is the last of the great signs. After this starts the beginning of a new creation and experience. One can only imagine the intensity of this fire and the shear horror and fear that the individual alive at that time will experience.
What is tawheed and what are the effects of tawheed on human beings?
