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Q1. Voice refers to the form of a verb that indicates when a grammatical subject performs the action. What are the mechanics of voices which are generally preferred to use in academic writing?

ANS Active voice and passive voice are the grammatical constructions that communicate certain information about an action.Specifically,APA 7, Writer need to be intential about voice in order to to ensure clarity.Using active voice often proves clarity,while passive voice can help avoid unnecesarry repition

Acitve voice can help ensure clarity by making it clear to reader who is taking action in the sentence. In addition, the active voice stresses that the actor (or grammatical subject) precedes the verb again putting emphasis on the subject.Passive voice construction leaves out the actor and focus on the relation ship between the verb and object

The order of words in a sentence with active voice is subject, verb, object

Active voice example: I conducted a study of elementary school teachers.

This sentence structure puts the emphasis of the sentence on the subject,clarifying who conducted the study 

Passive voice examples: A study was conducted of elementary school teachers

In this sentence, it is not clear who conducted this study.

Generally in scholarly writing with its emphasis on precision and clarity, the active voice is preferred. However, the passive voice is acceptable in some instances,for example
If the reader is aware of who  the actor is I expository writing , where the goal of the discussion is to provide background,context, or an in-depth explanation. If the writer focus on the object or the implications of the actor action or to vary sentences structure, also, much like for anthropomorphism different writing styles have different preferences. So though you may see the passive voice used heavily ina articles that you read for your courses and study, it doesnot mean that APA style advocates the same usage 

Q2. It is common practice in linguistics to attempt to use selectional constraints and semantic type hierarchies as primary knowledge resources to perform word sense disambiguation. In the light of this statement how would you design lexical set on physical and metaphysical categories.

ANS To study linguistics it to gain a greater understanding of the fundamental part of what it means to be a human. Linguistics is a scientific field and an academic discipline that has both theortical and practical applications. linguists study language structure at several theoretical levels that range in size from tiny units speech sounds to context of an entire conversation. Students of linguistics often begin with the basic understanding of each level of language, then specialize in one or more levels or in a practical application of linguistics.

The smallest unit of language are studied in the field of phonetics, which concern itself with the individuals sounds produced while speaking. Phonology takes a look at those small units of sound together in the context of whole utterances, and searches for patterns in sound across a language or a whole group of language 
Morophology is the study of the internal structures of words, how stems come together with prefixes and suffixes to make whole words syntax  explores the structure of complete sentences exactly as people really produce them, not how your seventh grade English teacher told you to produce them. Linguist also seek to understand the meaning behind the words and combination of words in the field semantics. The meanings of these combination when they interact with contextual information, and how they are produced and perceived, are the focus of subfield known as pragmatics

Poor spelling can interfere with : our basic communicate 85% of people around the world are connected online and receive email, while 62% of them communicate through social media .the spectrum of risk can be negligible,like sending something to the wrong address, lethal , if sending someone instructions on perceptions.

The application of accurate grammer is an important aspect of any good piece of writing.In addition student can advance their level of English by producing written work that employs the grammatical structures they have learned . although is unrealistic 

For nonnative students to expect to reach 100% accuracy (and many native English speakers may have similar difficulty), they should aim to continouly improve their writing accuracy ,in order to make their work as readable and efficient as possible

Philosophy of Education is a label applied to the study of the purpose, process, nature and ideals of education. It can be considered a branch of both philosophy

and education. Education can be defined as the teaching and learning of specific skills, and the imparting of knowledge, judgment and wisdom, and is something broader than the societal institution of education we often speak of.

Many educationalists consider it a weak and woolly field, too far removed from the practical applications of the real world to be useful. But philosophers dating back to Plato and the Ancient Greeks have given the area much thought and emphasis, and there is little doubt that their work has helped shape the practice of education over the millennia.

Plato is the earliest important educational thinker, and education is an essential element in "The Republic" (his most important work on philosophy and political theory, written around 360 B.C.). In it, he advocates some rather extreme methods: removing children from their mothers' care and raising them as wards of the state, and differentiating children suitable to the various castes, the highest receiving the most education, so that they could act as guardians of the city and care for the less able. He believed that education should be holistic, including facts, skills, physical discipline, music and art. Plato believed that talent and intelligence is not distributed genetically and thus is be found in children born to all classes, although his proposed system of selective public education for an educated minority of the population does not really follow a democratic model.

Aristotle considered human nature, habit and reason to be equally important forces to be cultivated in education, the ultimate aim of which should be to produce good and virtuous citizens. He proposed that teachers lead their students systematically, and that repetition be used as a key tool to develop good habits, unlike Socrates' emphasis on questioning his listeners to bring out their own ideas. He emphasized the balancing of the theoretical and practical aspects of subjects taught, among

which he explicitly mentions reading, writing, mathematics, music, physical education, literature, history, and a wide range of sciences, as well as play, which he also considered important.

During the Medieval period, the idea of Perennialism was first formulated by St. Thomas Aquinas in his work "De Magistro". Perennialism holds that one should teach those things deemed to be of everlasting importance to all people everywhere, namely principles and reasoning, not just facts (which are apt to change over time), and that one should teach first about people, not machines or techniques. It was originally religious in nature, and it was only much later that a theory of secular perennialism developed.

During the Renaissance, the French skeptic Michel de Montaigne (1533 - 1592) was one of the first to critically look at education. Unusually for his time, Montaigne was willing to question the conventional wisdom of the period, calling into question the whole edifice of the educational system, and the implicit assumption that university-educated philosophers were necessarily wiser than uneducated farm workers, for example.
