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Patient has the right to make informed decisions through his or her care and has the right to include family members in this decisions. Patient has the right to information from his or her doctor in order to make informed decisions about his care.

Patient’s Bill of Rights and Responsibilities

Florida law requires that your health care facilty or health care provider recognize your rights while you are receiving medical care and that you respect the health care facility’s or provider right to expect certain behavior from you. You may request a copy of the full text of the law from your health care provider .
Martin Health System has formally adopted to the patient’s rights and responsibilities accordance with Florida law and the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organization’s standards.
No listing of patient rights can assure respect of these rights. A health care provider has many functions to perform, including the prevention and treatment of disease and the education of both health professionals and patients. All these activities must be conducted with an overriding concern for the patient and, above all, the recognition of his/her dignity as a human being.

Patient has the right to be treated with courtesy and respect, with appreciation of his/her individual dignity, in a safe setting, and with protection of his/her need for privacy, including consideration of the psychosocial, spiritual and cultural variables that influence the perceptions of illness.

Patient has the right to retain and use personal clothing or possessions as space permits, unless it would infringe upon the right of another patient or is medically contraindicated or a patient safety concern

Patient has the right to be free from mental, physical, sexual and verbal abuse, neglect and exploitation.

Patient has the right to confidentiality, including his/her clinical records and the right to access information in his/her Medical Record in a reasonable time frame.

Patient has the right to a prompt and reasonable response to questions and requests.

Patient has the right to know who is providing medical services and who is responsible for his/her care.

Patient has the right to know what patient support services are available, including whether an interpreter is available if he/she does not speak English.
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What is Primary Health Care (PHC)?

Primary health care (PHC) is essentia forl health care made universally to individuals and acceptable to them, full participation and at a cost the community and country can afford. It is approach to health beyond the traditional health care system that focused on health producing social policy. Primary health-care (PHC) has basic essential elements that help to attain better health services for all.

Principles of  Health Care

Health care promotes health and wellness and seeks to prevent illness and injuries. It’s about delivering health care services. It’s about creating conditions that help people to become and stay healthy and well. It’s also about extending reach health care providers into communities.
Canada is world leader advancing the concept of primary health care. World Health Organization’s (WHO) first International Conference on Health Promotion in 1986.
1) Accessibility — that primary care services are available, affordable and provided equally to all individuals irrespective of their gender, age, ethnicity or location.

2) Public or community participation — involving all of community’s resources in promoting health and addressing health problems at the grass roots level.
3) Health promotion— or helping a community to strengthen the socioeconomic conditions that contribute to good health. The Ottawa Charter defines the prerequisites for health as peace, shelter, education, food, income, sustainable resources, social justice and equity..

4) Appropriate use of technology — or using medical technologies that are affordable, feasible and culturally acceptable to individuals and the community. At VON Canada, we integrate the most recent technology into our daily work to ensure the effective and efficient delivery of our services.

5) Intersectoral collaboration — or recognizing that any community’s health and well-being doesn’t depend solely on effective health care services. Governments, businesses and organizations in other sectors are equally important in promoting the health and self-reliance of communities. That’s why VON Canada works in partnership with a diversity of community stakeholders to develop services that meet the unique needs of individual communities.

6) Non-maleficence

The principle of non-maleficence – do no harm – asserts that a health care professional should act in such a way that he or she does no harm, even if her or his patient or client requests this. This principle is the first to be proposed because of its historical antecedence; it is related to the famous Hippocratic ‘primum nil nocere’– first of all, do no harm’ of medical ethics, although not identical to it.

7) Beneficence

The obligation to produce benefit, for individual patients or clients, as we have implied above, is intimately connected to non- maleficence. Its apparently self- evident importance marks it out as the other core principle within the Hippocratic tradition: physicians should heal and help their patients, according to the physician’s abilities and judgment.
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GET TESTED

Confidentiality

Any information shared with a health care provider is confidential, including test results. When you go for STI testing, you may be asked for personal information such as your name, birth date, Medical Services Plan (BC Care Card) number, contact information (like phone number, address and email) and health history. This information is used to give the best health care, order tests and to contact you about the results.  

All the health authorities in BC and the BC Centre for Disease Control (BCCDC) are governed by privacy legislation. Privacy and data security are important and are taken very seriously. Personal information is kept secure and is not accessible to the public. For more information, please see the Office of the Privacy Commissioner of BC. 

Where is STI testing information stored?

All test results:  Any electronic or paper records of negative and positive test results are kept at your health care provider's office.

Information about lab tests is routinely stored in laboratory databases where the specimens are process or tested. In BC, lab results are also kept in a provincial laboratory system called the Provincial Laboratory Information System (PLIS). The purpose of this electronic health (e-health) record is so that your health care provider will be able to see relevant parts of your health care record.

Positive test results:  In BC, the Communicable Disease Regulation of the Public Health Act legally requires a lab and/or a physician to report any case of infectious disease, including sexually transmitted infections (STIs), to the Medical Health Officer (MHO) of the appropriate health authority. This reporting is done so that public health nurses can offer support to a person with a new diagnosis, ensure the notification and testing of partners and monitor the number of new infections. These results are kept in provincial and regional health authority electronic information systems. 

In BC, STIs that must be reported include:

Chlamydia

Gonorrhea

Syphilis

HIV

AIDS

Hepatitis A, B and C

Within these databases, access to information is based on the health care provider’s role and whether they need the information in order to provide care or to carry out their legislated functions under the Public Health Act.

Contacting partners about testing

If you have a reportable STI, your health care provider will talk with you about how you want to tell your sexual partners. The purpose is to get people tested and treated and to stop the STI from being passed on. 

You have some choices about how to let your partners know to get tested. You can tell your partners yourself or you can have a health care provider tell them for you. If a health care provider contacts your partners, your name or other personal information will not be used. The health care provider will tell the person they may have an STI and encourage them to come in for testing and treatment.

Youth and Confidentiality

If you are under the age of 19, you can get confidential health care if a health care provider considers you old enough to make your own decisions about your health. This means your health care provider must keep your information private. They cannot contact your parents or guardians without your permission.

The Merriam Webster dictionary defines the act of plagiarism as; “to steal and pass off ideas or words of another as one’s own”. Simply put, plagiarism is the process of taking other people’s words and/or ideas and pretending that they are your own. An alternative definition of plagiarism is forwarded by the Collins Dictionary which explains that plagiarism is the practice of using someone else’s work and pretending that it is your own.
Has Plagiarism Been Getting Worse in Recent Years?

In recent years, chiefly due to the popularity of over the internet assignment purchases, plagiarism has gotten worse. There has been a spike in plagiarism across much of the academic institutions based in the UK, indeed in the last 3 years alone, 50,000 students have been caught plagiarising.

Why does it matter?

Plagiarism is a serious problem. If you as a student are caught plagiarising it can have serious consequences for you future academic and work career.

Common Ways that Students Plagiarise

Handing in an Essay That You Didn’t Write

Typically, the most common trap students fall into is finding an essay online which concerns a similar research topic to which they have been working on and submitting it.

Copy Words or Ideas from Someone Else’s Work, Without Giving Credit

Often in the process of completing academic work, a student will come across an idea or line of work within the existing literature which answers their essay or research question almost exactly.

Copyright

Copyright is a legal means of protecting an author's work. It is a type of intellectual property that provides exclusive publication, distribution, and usage rights for the author. This means whatever content the author created cannot be used or published by anyone else without the consent of the author. The length of copyright protection may vary from country to country, but it usually lasts for the life of the author plus 50 to 100 years.
Many different types of content can be protected by copyright. Examples include books, poems, plays, songs, films, and artwork. In modern times, copyright protection has been extended to websites and other online content. Therefore, any original content published on the Web is protected by copyright law. This is important in the digital age we live in, since large amounts of content can be easily copied and pasted.
So how do you obtain copyright protection? Fortunately, in most countries, copyright protection is automatic. This means whenever you publish original content, it is automatically protected by copyright law. For example, if you post a blog on the Internet, your content is automatically covered by copyright.

Falsification is “manipulating research materials, equipment, or processes, or changing or omitting data or results such that the research is not accurately 
Data falsification: Manipulating research data with the intention of giving a false impression. This includes manipulating images (e.g. micrographs, gels, radiological images), removing outliers or “inconvenient” results, changing, adding or omitting data points, etc.

With regard to image manipulation it is allowed to technically improve images for readability. Proper technical manipulation refers to adjusting the contrast and/or brightness or color balance if it is applied to the complete digital image (and not parts of the image). Any technical manipulation by the author should be notified in the cover letter to the Journal Editor upon submission. Improper technical manipulation refers to obscuring, enhancing, deleting and/or introducing new elements into an image.

Fabrication

Fabrication is the construction and/or addition of data, observations, or characterizations that never occurred in the gathering of data or running of experiments. Fabrication can occur when “filling out” the rest of experiment runs, for example. Claims about results need to be made on complete data sets (as is normally assumed), where claims made based on incomplete or assumed results is a form of fabrication.
