1. Free Agency. In health care system free agency means that the patient has the right to make their own decision about their health status without the outsider control. It is important to give the right to the patient to make their own decision regarding their own healthcare. Sometimes the healthcare professional do not know about the patient conditions such as the economy etc. 

2. Equality. In healthcare system, equality means that all the patient must be treat fairly. All patient has the right to treat same as others treat. (a)Plagiarism.

It also important to know that the copyright law covers the form of material expression not the actual idea, technique etc. The copyright includes the right to reproduce the new work, to prepare derivative work, to distribute some copy and to perform the work realize and finally the work display in a publicly way.

(c) Data falsification.

Data falsification is the using of research materials equipment or changing or removing data or result such that the research is not represented or recorded accurately. Falsification is the changing or removing of research data to support claim and hypothesis. Falsification may include the using of research instrumentation, materials or procedures. Using of images or representation in a manner that distorts the data.

(d) Fabrication.

Fabrication sometimes refers to the drylabbing. Fabrication is making up results recording or reporting them. It is the sometimes refers to the making or addition of data, obervations that never occur in the data collection or in running experiment. Fabrication can occur when filling out the rest of experiments runs for example claims about results to be made on complete data set( as is normally assumed) where claims made based on incomplete or assumed result in a form of fabrication.
