What are the effect of urbanization on Peshawar citizens, land and environment. Is development good or bad? Criticize.
Effects of Urbanisation:
Urban populations interact with their environment. Urban people change their environment through their consumption of food, energy, water, and land. And successively, the polluted urban environment affects the health and quality of lifetime of the urban population.

Urbanization is a rise within the number of individuals living in towns and cities. ... However, urbanization also has disadvantages caused by rapid and unplanned urban growth leading to poor infrastructures like inadequate housing, water and sanitation, transport and health care services.

Effect on Peshawar city:
Certainly, urbanisation is happening in Peshawar, but there's more urban decay than urban development. Population is growing, hospitals and schools are overburdened, traffic is congested, pollution (including that in water supply) is increasing, and solid waste and sewerage management are poor. For the affluent, new ‘gated communities’ are being established at the expense of prime agricultural lands of the Peshawar Valley.The Peshawar Valley exhibits marked deficit on these accounts. there's also little social control causing overcrowding of the valley.

current urbanisation of the Peshawar Valley is being accelerated by three varieties of in-migrants. There are those that migrate from rural areas of KP and FATA for better economic opportunities, those who arrive for access to social services, and people forced migrants that flee militancy or political persecution.This level of urbanisation is probably going to be near 50 per cent if this trends continue with the Peshawar Valley experiencing the best growth of urban and suburban settlement's.There is little decentralisation of power, transparent use of funds, upgradation of infrastructure, investment in sustainable urban development and social control.
