Maxillary 1st molar 

Ans : The maxillary first molar is the tooth located laterally from both the maxillary second premolars of the mouth but mesially from both maxillary second molars.

.there are usually four cusps on maxillary molars, two on the buccal and two palatal.

Palatal aspect : 

• outlines reversed from the buccal aspect, stilltrapezoidal.

• mesiopalatal targets cusp

•Distoplatal smallest cusp,almost spheroidal

• Has a palatal pit at the end of the distopalatal groove 

• there may be a cusp on the palatal surface of the mesiopalatal susp.

•This is a fifth cusp called the cusp of carabelli , which is visible in addition to the fourcusp on the occlusal surface.

Ans:  Having three sets of molars, including wisdom teeth was vital for our ancestors to be able to eat course raw foods necessary for survival .the larger jaw that was common in our ancestors easily accommodated the wisdom teeth this allowed them to erupt into the mouth normally.

Wisdom teeth are vestigial third molars that helped human ancestors to grind plant tissue . It through that the skulls of human ancestors had larger jaws with more teeth which possibly helped to chew collage to compensate for a lack of ability to effectively digest the cellulose that makes up a plant cell wall.
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
