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Q_ : Impact of highways(roads) and buildings on Agricultural lands of Our City

The construction of new roads and buildings has left a very unhealthy effect on the Agriculture and natural environment  our climate, our bodies and the overall situation of our city.

In our city i.e Swat city (the city I live in) recently a new highway was constructed and expansion of main road was formulated which directly fragmented the regional landscape and indirectly disturbed it by attracting a large amount of land transmittion from formland into new buildings around.

​- Many commercial buildings, shopping malls and hotels were made in no time on either sides of the newly built highway which has destructed the natural greenery of the place. Usually our people used to go to that place to get some fresh air which is now greatly disturbed by the new projects.

- On the highway affected zone, serious farmland loss initially occurred which then spread to the nearby regions in form of new buidings.

- The highway and buildings construction in our city has facilitatated economic development but on the other hand the security of local food supply and the environment has been threatened as well.

- The new constructed buildings has compromised the watering of the fields around. The water which once used to be clean is now polluted and it’s now not suitable for the crops to be watered with.


-As most of our Agricultural land is lost to the newly built roads and buildings, the Agriculture has shifted to the nearby forest and affected by relevant scales.

- In some areas where the farms are still present, the highway has divided them into patches and has resulted in the instability of the farmlands.

- The new buildings and roads have increased the potential risk of infestation and erosion.

- Most of the people traveling through the roads and people living in the buildings near to the fields dump their wastes, mostly shopping bags into the fields which has made the land unsuitable for cropping. The quantity of the produced crops has eventually decreased.

By reading the above mentioned points, one can easily depict that how this new highway, link roads and buildings has impacted the natural ecosystem and Agriculture land of Swat city.
