· My Culture:
My culture is Pashtun culture (also spelled   Pakhtun , Pashtoon, Pathan)  people of Pukhtoon  culture live in southeastern Afghanistan and the northwestern province of Pakistan which is named by KPK. Pashtun are traditionally pastoral nomads (herders who move frequently to find grazing land) with a strong tribal organization. Each tribe is divided into clans, sub clans, and patriarchal families.

Pashtu is our language. It is the language of twelve million Pashtun in Pakistan and the second language of Afghanistan. 

Examples of the Pashtu language  code of morals and manners, called Pashtunwalli. These include milmastia (hospitality); tureh (courage; also the word for sword ); badal (revenge); and ghayrat (protection of one's honor). A Pashtun tribal council is called a jirga.

Our religion is islam and mostely pushton all over the world are muslim by birth. Pashtun are automatically considered Muslims (followers of Islam) at birth. When a baby is born,we  (Pashtun) whisper the call for prayer in the baby's ear. The male circumcision ceremony is held at the same time as the birth celebration (at about the age of one week). Children officially join in the rituals of prayers and fasting when they reach sexual maturity, but in practice they begin much earlier.

We celebrate the two major festivals of the Islamic lunar calendar year: Eid al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha

Our Pashtun society is largely  group-oriented and attaches great importance Pashtunwalli. This code defines the way members should behave to keep the tribe together. Hospitality (milmastia) is important, as is the use of the tribal council (jirga) to resolve conflicts and make decisions. Other Pashtun virtues include courage (tureh); taking revenge (badal); and protecting one's .honor (ghayrat). Another part of our Pashtun code of conduct is nanawati, a way of resolving differences through the group's elders.

Our family life; The eldest male holds complete authority over the extended family. Married sons live in their fathers' households, rather than establishing homes of their own. The household normally consists of a man and his wife, his unmarried children, and his married sons and their wives and children. When young women marry, they join their husbands' households and transfer their loyalty to their husbands' families.

Economically, our Pashtun family is a single unit. Wealthy family members contribute to the support of those who are poorer. Old people depend on their children for care and support. The whole family shares the expense of having a child away at school.

Our traditional male dress is Kameez , a loose-fitting shirt that reaches to the knees, and shalwar, full trousers tied at the waist with a string. A vest is usually worn over the shirt. Footwear consists of chaplay, thick leather shoes.

· Family:

The youth of today believe in independence and individuality. As a result, we have seen a rise in the psychological disorders, divorces, suicides, and crime.al these are because of western culture which is affecting our society.

· Food

The traditional concept of home-cooked food in our culture is being replaced by fast food meals from restaurants like KFC, Pizza Hut, and McDonalds and others inspired by the fast food model.
Pakistani dishes, which were famous for their flavour, are hardly acceptable to today's youth. As of today, we see cold drinks being used to such an extent that they are part of almost every meal, even in formal dinners. The introduction of energy drinks and sodas also has played a part in diminishing the consumption of traditional drinks. All these changes are because of the influence of western culture .

· Language

The greatest draw back of western culture on our society  is an impact on our cultural  language. Our mother tongue Urdu is being replaced by English as a more common language used in conversations. This is happening because of the number of English medium schools in our society and the excessive use of email and messaging amongst the youth, which is usually in English or in a combination of English and a native language. It frequently, however, is communicated in Roman characters, diminishing the importance of Urdu script.

The influence of English is so great that some youth feel ashamed speaking Urdu. In fact, we have started using English as a tool to distinguish between high and low class. Those who speak English proficiently are considered among the elite class, despite the fact that Urdu was the official language of Pakistan until English was added only a few years back.
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
