Reading:

•The act of reading something.

Reading skills:

1. Skimming:

Skimming is the way of Reading through which you can get the main idea and you can understand the text or writing with reading just few lines of the beginning.

There three types of skimming:

2. Preview

3. Review

2. Scanning:

When the reader quickly rolls there eyes into the text or written words to get the important information or any important key to answer the writer.

3. Extensive:

Extensive reading is the way to enjoy text and improve ready skills. It is the long package of reading e.g books, novels, series and magazines etc.

4. Intensive:

Intensive reading is the way of reading to collect information to answer, which includes skimming and scanning. In this reading skill readers have very short time to read so the readers read intensively. Intensive reading refers to read just main points to collect important information.

Active reading:

Active readers highlight and underline words for there understanding because if they ignore the main points which helps them to understand, it'll be not active reading. Active reading includes main points because it is the way of reading without reading the whole thing but to understand the whole thing.

General reading and careful reading:
