Answer:

ZAKAT:

· Zakat means to clean,  and to make something pure.
· Any charity give for the sake of Allah is called "ZAKAT"
"Any charity you give will be repaid to you,  without the least justice ". [ 2:272]

Objectives Of Zakat :

· Creat spirit of sharing :
· create spirit of sharing  of zakat among people 
· Reduce love for wealth:
· When you share among people,  love for wealth become reduce, that it is the gift of Allah and He gives us opportunities to share this among people 
· Establish a welfare system in the society 
· From zakat we establish a welfare system in the society and distribut among the deserving people of the society. 
· To control concentration of wealth 
· "In order that it (wealth) may not become a fortune used by the rich among you". {59:07}

· To reduce poverty 
· The Quran states: "And in their wealth there is recognized right of beggars and deprive off". (70:24)

· To purify the wealth 
· "Take zakat from their wealth in order to purify them and sanctify them ". (9:103)

Question no.2

Explain prime categories of prayer?  And what is difference between Nafal and Wajib Prayers? 

Answer:

Prayer:

· Prayer is a religious service especially a regular one,  at which people gather in order to pray together. 

· Prayer is the second pillar and most important element of Islam.  

· It is the prescribed liturgy performed five times a day and oriented toward Makkah. 

· It is common saying that, "The key to Paradise is the (stipulated )prayer,  and key to prayer is cleanliness ( Ahmed )

· " One of the best deeds is to offer Salah in its early time ". [Thirmidhi ].

Prime Categories Of Prayer (Nimaz ):

1. Fard Prayer

2. Wajib Prayer

3. Sunnah Prayer

4. Nafal Prayer 

1. Fard Prayer :

· Fard Prayers are compulsory for all muslims .

· Friday Prayer ( Salat al-Jumu'ah) also is a fard Prayer .

· If fard Prayer is missed for some reason,  it should be made uo later.

· The reward for praying fard Prayers in congregation is more then for praying alone.

2.Wajib Prayer 

· This is an obligatory Prayer .

· The prayer of Eid is Wajib paryer .

· It has lesser importance than fard Prayer .

· The Witar Prayer (during Isha) is also Wajib paryer .

· If it missed or forgotten Nimaz has to be repeated 

Sunnah Prayer:

· It was the practice of the Holy Prophet (SAW).

· Allah did not command to perform the Sunnah Prayer. 

Nafal Prayer :

· Nafal Prayer are optional Prayers or voluntary Prayers .

· One can offer nafal Prayers depending on One's will. 

Difference Between Nafal And Wajib Prayers 

Nafal                                 Wajib

· Optional Prayers                             Obligatory Prayers

· Depends on One's will                If it missed it has to be repeat

· Not repeated                             Like Isha,  and Eid Prayers

Write any five signs of before the day of judgment?

· Children become masters of their parents :

The children do not respect their elders,  they thik that they konw everything. 

· The arrival of Al Mahdi :

The signs of before the day of judgment is the arrival of al Mahdi. 

· Increase of earthquake :

Increase of earthquake and many more  natural catastrophe. 

· The arrival of Dajjal.

What is Hajj and explain the benefits of hajj? 

Answer :

HAJJ:

· Hajj is the fifth basic element of Islam.

· Hajj is a visit to Kabah in Makkah during the 12th month of Islamic calendar,  Dhul Hijjah.

· All muslims tries to make pilgrimage at least once in lifetime.

· It is compulsory for those who  bared the wherewithal of Hajj.

· Hajj is an act of worship to please Allah. 

Benefits of Hajj :

· 5th Element of Islam :

Hajj completing the Islam as it is the 5th pillar of Islam. 

· Leaving wealth and Family :

Leaving the family and wealth for the sake of the Allah. 

· Earning the halal wealth

From the hajj people spending wealth earned from halal means.

· Patience:

People become more patience under All circumstances. 

· Praise Allah: 

During Hajj people praising Allah a lot,  and make lots of worships

·  Cooperation :

People cooperate with other people present in Hajj.

· Knowing Other Muslims :

People knowing other people from All over the world. 

· Sharing With others :

People share their resources and many other things with other people. 

· Forgiveness for sins:

 Due to proper hajj Total forgiveness for all the past sins .

Hajj is the way of showing obedience and love for Allah. 

Holy Prophet (SAW) said that;

" A person who performs Hajj properly will return as a newly born baby ". 

Question no.5 

What is tawheed and Prophet hood in Islam?

Answer : 

Tawheed:( Faith in unity of God)

· Tawheed is the basic part of Islam.

· It means the Oneness and Uniqueness of Allah. 

· It is the most important Islamic belief. 

The concept of tawheed is that :

" Allah is the One and Unique,  and that there is only one God,  Allah to be worshipped and obeyed ".  

SURAH AL - IKHLAS : 

"Say He is God , the One God,  the Absolute,  He begets not,  nor was He begotten,  and there is nothing comparable to Him." 

 Prophet Hood:

· Prophethood means Risalah or Risalat
· It is a channel of communication between Allah and mankind. 
Allah sents prophets to every nation at different times to bring forgetful human beings to the right path. 

Risalah derived from word Rasal which means to send.  In Islamic view it means to convey the message of Allah to His worshipers. 

· According to Islam,  Allah appointed 124,000, neither more nor less prophets for nations of past. 

· Names of 25 prophets are mentioned in Quran. 

· First Prophet ; Adam (AS) ------ Last Prophet Muhammad (SAW),  

The Risalat start from Hazrat Adam(AS) and ends up to Hazrat Muhammad (SAW). There is no prophet after Muhammad (SAW).

"  And verily we have sent in every nation a messenger ( proclaiming ): worship Allah (alone) and shun false gods." {16:36}
