 Elements of Design
· Shape is a closed line. Shapes can be geometric, like squares and circles; or organic, like free formed shapes or natural shapes. Shapes are flat and can express length and width. 

· Shape - is a 2-dimensional line with no form or thickness. Shapes are flat and can be grouped into two categories, geometric and organic.
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· Shape is something distinguished from its surroundings by its outline within your design. You can make your whole work a certain shape besides the common square, and then have shapes within the design shape. This makes the design more complex. 
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Form (Shape)
· The simplest definition of shape is a closed contour, an element defined by its perimeter. The three basic shapes are: circle, rectangle (square) and triangle. Form is the shape and structure of a dimensional element within a given composition. Form can be both two-dimensional and three-dimensional and can be realistic, abstract or somewhere in between. The terms form and shape are often used synonymously, which is why they are both included here. In reality, form is derived from the combination of point, line and shape.
· Forms are three-dimensional shapes, expressing length, width, and depth. Balls, cylinders, boxes and triangles are forms.

·  Form - is a 3-dimensional object having volume and thickness. It is the illusion of a 3-D effect that can be implied with the use of light and shading techniques.  Form can be viewed from many angles. 

· Form is different from shape in that it can be either two or three dimensional, while shape can only be two dimensional. 
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Types of Shapes
Geometric Shapes
· Shapes which an artist draw with geometrical shapes to show the      decorative aspect in the picture.
Each of these shapes has a psychological meaning associated with it. The      triangle has the attitude of conflict or action. The circle gives the feeling of protection or infinity. Honesty or equality is associated with the square.
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Organic Shapes

    (free- form)

· These shapes are based on natural things. On flat surface the artist can only create the illusion of volume.

    They may be of great delicacy and complexity, or may gradually blend with other shapes so that the areas of each shape become indistinguishable. 
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Space is the area between and around objects. The space around objects is often called negative space; negative space has shape. Space can also refer to the feeling of depth. Real space is three-dimensional; in visual art when we can create the feeling or illusion of depth we call it space. 
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Space

Space is the empty or open area between, around, above, below, or within objects. Shapes and forms are made by the space around and within them. Space is often called three-dimensional or two- dimensional. Positive space is filled by a shape or form. Negative space surrounds a shape or form. 
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Space is the void between solid objects and shapes. It is everywhere and all around us. Everything takes up space in one form or another whether it’s two dimensional like drawing and painting, three dimensional like Sculpture and architecture. 

· Space - height and width. A monitor display has two actual dimensions -height and width. In addition, an artist can create an illusion of depth, using overlapping, diminishing scale, atmospheric perspective, vertical placement, warm and cool colors, diagonals and linear perspective.

· Space has to be included in your design. It uses blank areas and shows a relationship between the designs and those open spots. Space lets the viewer feel comfortable and lets the eye distinguish separate parts and how they relate to one another. While not all designs leave space and can be successful, space is most often a vital element in design.
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
